Hello Brothers and Sisters, as you probably are aware, the election is almost upon us. Election day is November 5th this
year if you are planning on voting in person. If you are a new voter and do not know where to vote, you can find this
information on the Secretary of State’s website: sos.iowa.gov. This is basically a one-stop shop for voting and voter in-
formation.

The first step is to get registered to vote. This can also be done electronically at the Secretary of State website. You will
need an lowa driver's license, or [owa ID to register online. You can also download the form and mail it in. If you have
moved since you last voted, you must register at your new address.

A few key dates to remember are:
e Monday, November 4th - SPM is the latest time that you can vote early in person.
e Tuesday, November Sth - Election Day. Polls open at 7AM and close at SPM.

I would like to encourage you to vote. I know by now you are sick of political ads and so am I. These are usually a
bunch of malarkeys anyway. Take some time out of your schedules and do a little digging, find out what they are actual-
ly campaigning on. While you are free to vote for whomever you choose, please look at the candidate and ask yourself -
are they trying to destroy unions, or trying to build them?
